The Chess Confederation for America (CCA) and the Peruvian Chess Federation
are pleased to invite all the National Chess Federations of the Americas to the
Veterans and Seniors Pan American Chess Championship 2023 to be held in
Lima - Peru, from April 26 to May 1, 2023.

I. PARTICIPATION

To participate in the S50 section, a player must have reached the required age
during the Championship year. Therefore, the birthday must be on or before
December 31, 1973. To participate in the S65 section, a player must have
reached the required age during the Championship year. Therefore, the
birthday must be on or before December 31, 1958.

The following players will have the right to participate in the Veterans and
Seniors Pan American Chess Championship as official players, with

lodging and full board covered by the organization (from Tuesday April 25
to Tuesday May 2 check-out):

e Thethree first of each section of the edition former;
e One designated player for each zone 2.1,2.2,2.3,2.4 and 2.5

The accommodation will be based on a double room and the nominees
must be defined and notified to the organizer by the president of each
zone no later than Monday, April 10.

The Veterans and Seniors Pan American Chess Championship is open to
all players representing the Chess Federations that make up the American
Chess Confederation (FIDE zones).2.1 to 2.5), regardless of its title or rating.
There is also no limit to the number of participants per federation;
however, entries must be submitted by National Federations only, unless
the CCA President decides otherwise.
